Pronunciation Rules

1. Unstressed a or o
» Unstressed a or o at the end of a word is pronounced like “‘uh’ (3To — [éta])
» A or O at the beginning of a word is pronounced as a weak ‘a’ (ona, onuH - [adjn])
» A or O in the syllable before the stress is pronounced as a weak ‘a’ (ex. Mocksa - [maskva])
2. Unstressed E in syllables before the stress is pronounced as a short H (ex. cectpa — [spstra])
3. Consonants
» Hard consonant — followed by a — 0 —y — 3 - bI
» Soft consonants — followed by e —€é —si—10 - - b
5. Pronounce "4" as [$] in the word UTO [Sto].
6. Pronounce "I1]" as a long, soft [S5]: 6opux [borss]
7. Pronounce "I'" as [v] in the word ceréans [syvodng] and in the grammatical endings —ero and —oro.

8. K and LUl are always pronounced hard. 4 and L are always pronounced soft. Y is pronounced as [$] in the

words 4To and KOHeuHo.

9. A voiced consonant before a voiceless consonant is pronounced voiceless.

Ex. BropHuk [ftorngk]  pemko [rétko]

A voiceless consonant before a voiced consonant is pronounced voiced.

Ex. sk3amen [1gzamin] ¢yr6on [fudbol]

Spelling Rules

1. Always write -u instead of -bI after velars (k-r-x) and hushers (ok-1-m-4).
2. An unstressed o in grammatical endings is written as e after hushers (x-m-ur-4) and .
3. Always write —y and —a instead of —10 and —s after hushers (>x-mi-mi-4) and velars (k-r-x).

THE DEMONSTRATIVE 3TOT (3TA, 9TO, 9TH)

To point out something use the demonstrative smom, sma, omo, smu (this, that).
It agrees in gender, number and case with the noun it refers to.

DO NOT confuse the demonstrative asmom (this) with the introductory word omo (this is, that is, etc.).
