IMPERSONAL CONSTRUCTIONS WITH THE DATIVE CASE

1. Adverbs are used in impersonal constructions—where there is no subject of the sentence, only an implied subject, “it.”
Tpynno rosoputs no-pyccku. (It’s hard to speak Russian.)
Xopomo xutk B Mockse. (It’s good to live in Moscow)
MozxHo 31echk Kyputh? (Is it possible to smoke here?)
2. Sentences like this can be “personalized” by putting the person involved in the Dative case.

KOMY? HaJ0 JAEJIATD urto?
(Dative case) HYKHO (infinitive)
