THE DEMONSTRATIVE 3TOT (3TA, 9TO, 9TH)

To point out something use the demonstrative smom, sma, smo, smu (this, that).
It agrees in gender, number and case with the noun it refers to.

DO NOT confuse the demonstrative amom (this) with the introductory word omo (this is, that is, etc.).

THE GENITIVE CASE -

“ to have” constructions

Preposition y + pronoun or noun in the Genitive case + ectb + UTO? in the Nominative case

Do NOT use ects when telling about something already known to exist or when telling how much of something exists.
