1. Unstressed a or o
» Unstressed a or o at the end of a word is pronounced like “‘uh’ (3To — [éta])
» A or O at the beginning of a word is pronounced as a weak ‘a’ (ona, onuH - [adjn])
» A or O in the syllable before the stress is pronounced as a weak ‘a’ (ex. Mocksa - [maskva])
2. Unstressed E in syllables before the stress is pronounced as a short H (ex. cectpa — [spstrd])
3. Consonants
» Hard consonant — followed by a — 0 —y — 3 - bI
» Soft consonants — followed by e —€é —si— 10— - b
5. Pronounce "4" as [$] in the word UTO [Sto].
6. Pronounce "I1]" as a long, soft [S5]: 6opux [borss]
