THE DEMONSTRATIVE 3TOT (3TA, 9TO, 9TH)

To point out something use the demonstrative smom, sma, smo, smu (this, that).
It agrees in gender, number and case with the noun it refers to.

DO NOT confuse the demonstrative asmom (this) with the introductory word omo (this is, that is, etc.).

2. lack of something is expressed by ner and the Genitive case of the object that is missing. — HeT KHUTH
3. possession: put the noun that indicates the possessor in the Genitive case. — 910 noMm MBana. 3T0 KBapTHpa

4. after numerals 2 (gBa), 3 (Tpu), and 4 (detsipe) use the Genitive singular of the noun. — B rocTuno# cTosT 1Ba

Do NOT use ects when telling about something already known to exist or when telling how much of something exists.

USING THE GENITIVE CASE — COUNTING
After numerals 2 (1Ba), 3 (tpu), and 4 (uetbipe) use the genitive singular of the noun.

B roctuHo# cToAT ABAa AMBaHA U TPU Kpecia.
The numeral aBa has the special form e for feminine nouns. — B 1omMe aBe KOMHATHI.

Use the Nominative case after 1 — oaun (m.), ogna (f.), ogro (n.), oguu (pl.). —B KoMHaTe CTOUT O/IMH AWBaH, OIHA
JlamIIa, 0JTHO KPECJIO, OJIHU YacChl
