A) Use preposition B with the names of continents, countries, cities, and states: I >xuBy B Poccun.
B) Use preposition HA with points of the compass, the names of mountain ranges, islands, and bodies of water: On >xuBEr
HAa BOCTOKe.
2. indicates who or what you are talking, thinking, writing, etc. about and answers the question O xkom? O uém?
S nymaio o mame. S nymaio 00 ynusepcutere. (OB before A, 3, U, O, V)
3. indicates the year in which something happened (the last number is an ordinal in the prepositional case)
B 1987 — B ThICsSIYa AEBATHCOT BOCEMBAECAT CEABMOM TOAY
B 1980 — B ThICsiUa AEBATHCOT BOCBMHUAECATOM Oy
B 2000 — B IBYXTBHICSIMHOM TOJy

PREPOSITIONAL PLURAL NOUNS

Prepositional plural forms for nouns:
A) Write the ending —AX, if a noun’s stem ends in a hard consonant or husher (3K, L, LI, Y): octpoB — Ha ocTpoBax
B) Write the ending —51X, if a noun’s stem ends in a soft consonant or -l: Mope — Ha MOpSIX, B My3esiX

PREPOSITIONAL PLURAL ADJECTIVES

Prepositional plural forms for adjectives:
A) Write the ending —~UX after velars (I, K, X) and hushers (K, L, LI, Y): B pycckux ropoaax
B) Otherwise, write the ending —bIX: B HOBBIX cTpaHax

POSSESIVES AND THE DEMONSTRATIVE 3TOT IN THE PREPOSITIONAL CASE

Possesives and the demonstrative 3ToT (3T0, 3T, 3TH) take the ending —-UX:
